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“city biased” inertia caused by “favor strategy” led to contradictions betw een an increase of peas-
ants’ income and an increase of grain supply, which in turn, to a certain extent, led to irregulas
rise and fall in production and supply of grain, in addition to grain shortage in general. All this
will leave unfavorable impact on economic behavior of peasants in various economic regions. A
breakthrough for further rural reform in china, the author concludes, should be imposing low-

price purchase of major agricultural products.
